Don’t take a selfie in your car 

Do pay attention to your background and 
choose something that is not busy or distracting 

Do smile with your mouth and your eyes 

What makes a professional photo?



Make sure it matches who you are (your personal brand) 

Use at least 2 of your 6 words 

Make sure your writing is free of typos and grammar mistakes! 

Include experience but don’t write a resume 

No symbols: this is not a text message 

Tell your story -- remember, you are asking a stranger to hire 
you, so make them feel like they know you. 

  Notice how each of the sample quick pitches below gives us a sense of not just WHAT this person 
can do but also WHO they are.Remember that you get to write a new quick pitch for each kind of work 

you do on TaskRabbit, so don’t hesitate to make your pitch specific to cleaning, or heavy lifting, or 
shopping etc

Quick Pitch Tips



1.I am such a neat freak, I annoy my friends and family.  I will 
make sure your home is spic and span! 

2.I was a homemaker for many years.  Cooking and cleaning was 
a must.  Let me help you organize your home for a new 
beginning of a clutter-free home. 

3.My grandmother raised me in the East Bay Area and cleaning 
was always a big part of life, dusting, washing clothes, 
sweeping, and mopping.  On a personal note, no matter what 
I’m doing, I practice in-depth listening.  I put myself in the other 
person’s shoes to try figure out my client’s overall needs.  

4.I’m a Dad of three, so I do everything around the house: 
cooking, cleaning, laundry and handyman projects.  Painting is 
my passion.  I have plenty of brushes, ladders and a good sense 
of balance!

Unfortunately, this also means 
everyone else on the site is 
getting softballs.



Choose your business name to appeal 
to your clients.  In this case, I knew 
folks looking for tutors we likely to 
want to get into college.

Tell your story.  What experience + 
personal qualifies make you great at this 
job? (Experience + personal qualities = 
personal brand.)

Speak to your audience: ask yourself, 
what do they want and how can I deliver 
it?  People looking to hire tutors want to 
feel nurtured by their tutor.
